Path Improvements

By 2030, about 1,000 pedestrians and 5,000 bicyclists are projected
to cross the river daily with these improvements:

« A safer, wider path across the Columbia River (at least 16 feet)

New, local east-west connection on Hayden Island

Easier navigation to and from the bridge

Improved routes across the highway
« Easier travel on neighborhood streets with less cut-through vehicle traffic

« Supports local goals for transit oriented development which can encourage
(travel by foot or bicycle)
