Background

At a public work session held on Monday, July 6, 2009, the Vancouver City Council discussed the Columbia
River Crossing (CRC) project improvements planned for the connection between SR 500 and Fourth Plain
Boulevard. There was a discussion with CRC staff about the possibility of altering the current design to re-
establish a direct connection from westbound SR 500 to Fourth Plain Boulevard. The current plan for this
interchange eliminates this connection.

CRC has only completed preliminary design work for this option and we do not have full information about
related community or property effects. However, we feel it is important to provide information that is available.
Property owners and residents between | St and Interstate 5, from 26" through 40" streets, have been identified as
being potentially affected, directly or indirectly, by this alternate design for the SR 500 interchange. CRC and
City of Vancouver staff is currently conducting outreach to understand community perspectives on the choice
between not providing and providing a connection from SR 500 to Fourth Plain.
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
